as it was projected through the disc. Thus Laserfilmis a
transm ssive systemrather than reflective, which is
characteristic of the popul ar LaserDi sc fornmat.

The first unit was available in 1984, and the |ast
was made in 1986, as this format was apparently never
mar ket ed successful ly outside of McDonnell Douglas. Al of
the players were very well-constructed industrial units,
and featured an RS-232 port for external conputer control
McDonnel | Dougl as used nultiple units running in unison
for flight sinulation.

The conmercial failure of this format is somewhat
surprising, since with the use of photographic film disc
mastering and replication was supposed to be nuch sinpler
than conpeting VideoDisc formats. |ndeed, the duplicate
di scs were nerely photographic inverses of the nmasters.



The masters used dark dots on a transparent background,
whereas the replicas used transparent dots on a bl ack
backgr ound.

The players were unique in being able to play either
a replica or the original nmaster, although to play the
master it had to be |oaded in the caddy with the | abel
side facing down. The playback tine was Iimted to 18
m nutes of full notion video per disc, and perhaps this

was its major downfall. Conpeting formats were capabl e of
60 m nutes of video per side, or 120 minutes total per
di sc.

The discs were recorded in CAV format, and could
produce 33,200 still frames, 42 hours of conpressed audio,
or 36 hours of Still-wth-Sound (assum ng 28.6 seconds of
conmpressed sound per frane).

The new
record systemhas a 4-1/3 inch disc that carries one hour of audio
on one side only.

I nstead of mechani cal pressure between a stylus and groove,
though, Philips' systemrelies on contactless readout with an
extremely narrow |ight beam from a semiconductor laser. Signals are
digitally coded on the disc surface and coated over to prevent
snearing or dust problenms. Oher firnms are preparing | aser-based
audi o systens using | arger-di aneter discs.

The Philips announcement indicates it plans to market separate
di sc players for video and audio hi-fi -- a double investment in
very sinilar technol ogies for consuners. Magnavox, a subsidiary of
North American Philips, may begin regional marketing of this
| aser-based Philips/MCA video-disc systemthis w nter

RCA, whi ch devel oped a video-di sc player based on a stylus that
senses capacitance changes in disc grooves, is nowtesting a



slightly nore expensive player that can handl e both video and
digital audio discs. RCA has inproved its video-disc player, making
it smaller, lighter, and | ess conpl ex than prototype nodel s shown

|l ast year. No plans for selling the updated nmachi ne have been
announced.

JVC | aunches vi deo/ audi o di scs

Vi ctor Conpany of Japan (JVC here) has unveiled a prototype disc
systemthat plays video or super-fidelity audi o and has
comput er - based, pushbutton access to pictures or sound. JVC
devel oped the VHS vi deo-cassette tape format, and hopes its VHI AHD
(high-density video and audio) disc systemw |l be selected by a
29-conpany council now attenpting to standardi ze a format for new
pul se-code- nodul ati on (PCM audi o discs. Several prototypes of PCM
audi o record pl ayers have been shown. PCM systens encode nusic as
digital signals for greatly enhanced fidelity.

JVC s VHD pl ayer uses groovel ess plastic discs with one hour of
TV pictures (plus optional stereo sound) on each side. A
met al -ti pped sapphire stylus hel ps to sense capacitance changes
created by microscopic pits on the snmooth surface. The stylus
"reads" both video information and tracking signals, used for
el ectoni ¢ stylus gui dance.

The player has still-frane, slow, fast, and reverse notion. Add
an optional denodul ator and the system plays PCM encoded audi o discs
with a 90-dB dynami c range and flat audi o band-width fromone Hz to
20 kHz. A random access option with a wireless renote contro
provi des m croprocessor-programed or on-the-spot selection of TV
pi ctures or audi o bands.

Wil e JVC and others with nechanical -contatct video/audio disc
systens await format standardization before marketing their
machi nes, other firns with non-contact optical-disc systens aren't
waiting. As you read this, Magnavox nmay be test-nmarketing the
| ong- prom sed Philips/MCA video-disc player in a fewcities. In
addition, U S. Pioneer Electronics says it will market another
| aser-based optical video-disc player sonetine in 1979. This
machi ne was jointly devel oped by MCA and Pioneer in Japan. MCA's
discs (sone 200 initial titles) will be conpatible with both
vi deo-di sc pl ayers.

Technically, with a plug-in denodul ator, the Philips/ MCA
vi deo-di sc nachine could al so be adapted to play PCM audi o di scs
But Philips plans to offer a separate optical player for digital
audio discs in a few years. Philips' audio discs are only 4.3
inches in diameter and the player is a conpact seven by nine by
three inches. Discs play one hour

Seven years ago a new video product was introduced in Popul ar
Sci ence. THe prorotype was called a video disc player. Using a
| aser beamof light as a "stylus," full-color TV pictures with
stereo sound were electronically extracted froma mirror-Ilike
recordi ng disc spinning at some 1800 rpmon a special player. And
it could do nore: Special controls let you show pictures in slow

notion, fast notion, still frane, or even reverse.
It's no longer in the lab. The unit shown above is called
Magnavi sion and |'ve been watching full-length novies like 'Jaws'

and ' Snokey and the Bandit' on it for sone tine now It's the
consumer version of the MCA/Philips disc player sold through
sel ected Magnavox deal ers for $695. The picture quality is
excel l ent, and sound quality, even though played through ny
conventional TV set, is better than standard TV shows (though a
hi-fi anp, or using it with one of the new high-fidelity TV s,
woul d enhance it further).

But picture and sound quality is sonething | nmore or |ess took
for granted. What inpressed ne nost was the foll owthrough on the
features and versatility of the player. Al the slow, fast, and
freeze-notion controls, originally shown in previous prototypes,
are still there--gadgetry that could have been dropped in favor of
a lower price tag. (The laser reading head shown in the right
phot o noves across the record slowy, quickly, or stops in one
position.) They are not now a necessity (unless you've got the
nerve to watch 'Jaws' slowy). The real value will cone, it's
predicted, in about two years--that's when the first video
catalog is expected. Inmmgine getting a Sears disc through the
mai | instead of the bul ky paper catalog. Put it on the disc



pl ayer, push a button, and a digital "page" nunber (it's actually
a picture-frame nunber) appears on the screen. Advance the pl ayer
to frame 2335, for exanmple, to see the next shop tool you want to
buy. Wth that kind of capability, the uses of the player

besi des sinple entertai nment, are endl ess.

The unit easily attaches to the TV--by a connection to the
antenna termnals. Included on the rear of the player, however,
are two-channel audio jacks and a video output. These can be used
for a direct feed for optimum audi o and video quality through
projection TV systens or even video cassette tape recorders.
(Taping discs for financial gain is illegal, however.)

Some critics have said that owners of video cassette recorders
won't want a disc player, and vice versa. Not true. After using
both in my home together, there is no doubt in nmy nmind that the
two conpl ement one another for a total enterainnent and--soon--

In regards to washing CED s with soap and water, | have done this on a couple
di scs, but would only recommend it under the nost extraordi nary of
circunstances. In one instance, | got a disc (the rare Gemlins) that had been



on the bottomof a stack of CED s in a basenent, where it had been repeatedly
soaked with nuddy water. After washing the dried nud off, the disc played OK 1In
the other instance, the heater core in ny car ruptured, squirting antifreeze all
over a CED that was Iying on the floor. This disc too was K after bei ng washed.
When doing this the final rinse should be distilled water, so no mnera

deposits are left in the disc grooves, and keep in nmind that washi ng renoves the
silicon coating fromthe disc, resulting in increased stylus and disc wear,

i ncreased susceptibility to "video virus", and probably will ultimately shorten
the shelf life of the disc, since the PVCwill be directly exposed to

at mospheri ¢ hydrocarbons and ozone.
